Carolyn moved the minutes from August 25 be approved as distributed; all approved.
Steve presented the Treasurer’s report in Meredith’s absence.  Accounts show a total just under $22K in all accounts.  Carolyn moved the report be entered into the record, Bob seconded; all approved.

Environmental & Conservation
Bob reports ther is a Wood-Land-Lakes meeting October 27.  
Outreach and Community
Steve reminded everyone SCLC/LCLC Fall Forum will be held at Lakes Missionary Church on October 15, and will include presentations from Pete Hippensteel on property values, looking for speakers on fundraising, lakefront regulations “Jeopardy” and Soil and Water practices & issues with Dave Arrington and others.
Old business:
Fall water quality test results were distributed.  Leslie will get them online next week.  We have data for about twenty sites, and the cost to LCLC for testing of 20 member sites significantly decreased.

Donna updated everyone on the status of the Olin-Raber tract.  Leslie and Donna will coordinate a meeting with the Nature Conservancy rep and other interested parties, to see if we can local stewardship of this tract forward.

New business:
Steve reviewed the proposed changes to the bylaws in detail.  Kevin suggested we clarify Article XI to read “…by a majority vote of all Directors present at any regular meeting of the Board”.   With this addition, Kevin moved and John seconded the new bylaws be accepted.   Everyone present voted in agreement, with no votes opposed.
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Carolyn presented the slate of 17 Lake Representatives and 8 At-Large members for a board of 25 for 2012.  A few members offered corrections to their contact information.  Bob moved the slate be elected as presented.  John seconded, and there was unanimous approval.  Thank you Carolyn, for your work on this!

Leslie suggested we could get more testing done if Lake Reps or another citizen on each lake would be willing to collect water samples monthly and deliver to our meeting or the lab.  There was general agreement to pursue something like this – and some questions:  Can samples be frozen?  How far in advance can they be collected?  Dave said he would do a little in-service to teach us how to collect decent samples.  Further discussion to come!
Lake Reports:
Several associations mentioned they had just had their last meeting of the year, wth Little Turkey’s still coming up October 1.  Atwood’s chilifest and luminary event went well.  Steve W shared that he attended the DNR hearing on the speed limit of Shipshewana Lake, and is please to report the lake will remain speed-limit controlled.  Wall had a successful golf outing, and discussion ensues regarding a boat ramp on Stone.  Stone also hosted a successful kayak invitational.  Helmuth mentioned a fall in membership and wondered if other associations are experiencing the same – does this reflect the economy or something more?
